INTRODUCTION TO
THE NEW EDITION

The world has changed dramatically in the decade since we wrote the first edition of this
book. In 1992, globalism and global warming weren’t hot topics, cloning was more science
fiction than science fact, and few people were thinking about, much less creating, products
using nanotechnology.

The new edition has a section on diversity because we were asked to write a speech on
diversity and found nothing in the previous edition. It has a section on marketing for the
same reason. It has a section on innovation because a friend needed quotes on that topic.
Numerous other sections have been added to reflect evolution in the sciences, business,
family composition, and many other domains.

We also got a great deal of valuable guidance from readers and users of the first edition.
Most of them told us that they turned to the book to find contemporary quotes and jokes, so
we have updated and added more recent matenal.

A final essential factor in the revision of And I Quote is the presence, patience, and
assistance of our friends and families, Lynn Decker in particular. Without their help and
encouragement, this new edition would never have been possible.
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WHY WE WROTE THIS BOOK

We created this book because we needed it. We write speeches, and to our surprise, very
few engaging and contemporary quotation reference books are available. It’s hard to find
intelligent material on topics such as computers, birth control, ecology, and nuclear power.
Women are underrepresented. So are minorities. Until now.

We’ve got Tammy Faye Bakker on women’s rights (“I believe in keeping the male ego
intact™); Arthur C. Clarke on the media (“I have a fantasy where Ted Turner is elected pres-
ident but refuses because he doesn’t want to give up power”); and Eldridge Cleaver on
accountability (“If you're not part of the solution, you're part of the problem”).

But don’t think the time-honored masters have been left out. They’re all here, from
Aesop to Zola. There’s Louis XIV on hiring practices (“Every time I fill a vacant office, |
make ten malcontents and one ingrate”). And Catherine the Great on peace (“Peace is nec-
essary to this vast empire. We need population, not devastation”); or William Shakespeare
on children (“How sharper than a serpent’s tooth it is / To have a thankless child!™).

We’ve gone one step further, including at least one anonymous saying and one joke for
each category in the book. This makes interesting maxims and witty quips easily accessi-
ble, so you can spice up an otherwise dull topic or soften up the most jaded listener.

The material in this book is suitable for every occasion from sales training (“When you
stop talking, you've lost your customer.”—Estée Lauder) to awards dinners (“l don’t
deserve this, but then I have arthritis and I don’t deserve that either.”—Jack Benny), from
life (“Life is either a daring adventure or nothing.”—Helen Keller) to death (“It’s not that
I’'m afraid to die, I just don’t want to be there when it happens.”—Woody Allen).

HOW THIS BOOK IS ORGANIZED

Creating an up-to-date quetation reference book is one thing; making it “user-friendly” is
something else. We know that time is money. Most people are in a hurry and don’t have the
opportunity to do extensive reading and research. To help you locate material quickly and
without jockeying back and forth, the book begins with reference lists to direct you. Here’s
how they work:
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THE SUBJECT LIST

This list, essentially a Table of Contents, shows the overall structure of the book. The mate-
rial is grouped by subject, as follows:

I)  The Individual

II)  Business, Work, and Politics
III) The Community

IV) Relationships

V)  The World

VI) Science and Technology

Each heading incorporates categories and subcategories, growing more and more specific.
For example: Under the heading 1V) “Relationships” there are three subheadings: “Rela-
tionships,” “Life Stages and Rites of Passage,” and “Gender, Sex, and Sexuality.” Each
subheading is broken down into specific categories. For example, “Gender, Sex, and Sexu-
ality” is divided into Men and Women, Men, Men—the Female View, Women, Women—the

Male View, and Sex.

THE ALPHABETICAL LIST

The second list, the one you will probably use more often, lists every category in alphabet-
ical order. If you want to look up a specific topic, this list tells you what pages(s) to turn to.
For example, the Alphabetical List tells you material on “Diversity” is on page 234.

THE SYNONYM LIST

Like a thesaurus, this is another way to help you locate any specific topic. For example, if
The Alphabetical List has no entry for “Skill,” look it up here. Opposite the word, you’ll
find the category or categories that come closest. In this case, you’d be directed to “Abil-
ity,” page 2, or “Talent,” page 39.

Note: Where appropriate, material appears in more than one section. It’s more efficient;
you won't have to waste time rummaging through lists of cross-references.

HOW TO USE QUOTES, JOKES,
AND SAYINGS IN SPEECHES

If you’re nervous about speaking (and quite a few people are), it can be particularly comforting

to let other people’s words carry part of your message. Using a good quote, joke, or saying is

like using a good picture in a book. It adds interest and authority to the point you are making.
When choosing a quote, ask:

©J Is it relevant to what I am saying?

O Is it appropriate to my audience?
@ Do I like it?
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Incidentally, a quote on the right topic, but which expresses the wrong point of view, is often
still quite useful. We once wrote a speech for the head of a sales force that began:

I have been thinking about Alfred, Lord Tennyson’s famous lines about “The
Charge of the Light Brigade”: “Theirs not to make reply, / Theirs not to reason
why, / Theirs but to do and die.” I realized that this is the dumbest set of orders
I've ever heard.

It’s no wonder the Light Brigade got slaughtered. My charge to you is the exact
opposite. I want you to reason why—and I want you to live and thrive, not die.

SOME POINTERS WHEN USING QUOTES

2 Use a quote to reinforce your message, not to show off your knowledge.

@I Cite the author only if you know how to pronounce his or her name.

) If the audience is not likely to recognize the author’s name, or if you’re not sure how to
pronounce it, don’t fake it. You can always introduce the quote with a phrase like “An
author once wrote . . .” or, “It’s been said that. .. .”

©J When you use a quote, be careful to get it right. Even if you abbreviate your own notes,
it is still a good idea to write out any quotes intact and unabbreviated.

We have included dates and situations only when that context makes a quote more mean-
ingful. For example, this quote, “Advertisements are now so numerous that they are very
negligently perused, and it is therefore become necessary to gain attention by magnificence
of promises, and by eloquence sometimes sublime and sometimes pathetic. Promise—large
promise—is the soul of advertising,” becomes much more interesting when you know that
Samuel Johnson said it in 1759.

THE SPEECH
USE THE “3-TS” STRUCTURE

All you have to know is the “3-Ts”—the classic three-part format on which most successful
speeches and presentations are based:

2 Tell ’em what you’re going to tell ’em.
3 Tell ’em.
3 Tell ’em what you told "em.

Listening to a speech is very different from reading a book. Since a listener can’t go back
and review a point, it’s important for the speaker to provide a clear structure and to repeat
his or her central points. In the first part of a speech, tell the audience your theme and pre-
view your major points. (“Tell ’em what you’re going to tell ’em.”) Then proceed to fill out
your outline, making and illustrating all of the points that support your theme. (“Tell ’em.”)
Then recap. (Tell ’em what you told ’em.) It’s simple and it works. If you use this structure,
you will sound clear, directed, and organized—and you will communicate powerfully.

Keeping this structure in mind, read through the next couple of pages as we illustrate
how the 3-Ts format should work.
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A SPEECH ON SPEECH MAKING
WHAT WE ARE GOING TO TELL YOU

We’re going to tell you how to prepare yourself to give a speech, and some tips on how to
make that speech great.

TELL ’EM

Here are some helpful hints on how to prepare yourself for giving a speech.

1. Be Yourself

All the great speakers were bad speakers at first. —Ralph Waldo Emerson

Dr. Benjamin Spock helped legions of anxious mothers with his legendary advice: “You
know more than you think you do.” In other words, if you follow your instincts, the odds are
that you will do a fine job. Use your comnion sense and do what is most comfortable.

2. Know Your Audience

Once you get *em laughing and their mouths open, you can stuff something in.
—Francis Harvey Green

O Find out everything you can about your audience in advance: their vocabulary,
their experience level, their mood, how many are expected to be there, and, most impor-
tantly, what they’re in the room to learn.

Q) Speak to their concerns.

O Bridge the gap between the audience and yourself. Make sure what you have to
say is relevant, understandable, and genninely helpful.

O Adjust your speech to the size of your audience. If your audience is small (fifteen
people or less), make your points stronger by making personal references to audience
members. “Obstacles can be overcome despite a bad start, as Jim found out when he
managed to win back the XYZ account.”

O Listen to the speeches that precede yours. If you are one of a number of speakers,
notice what it feels like to be a member of the audience and keep it in mind as you
speak.

Part of knowing your audience is acknowledging that they’re part of the television
generation: they’re used to getting their messages in thirty-, fifteen-second, or even ten-
second commercials, and to getting the news in short punchy sound bytes. You had bet-
ter be interesting, and, whenever possible, you’d better be brief. Try to avoid long,
complicated anecdotes or case histories. TV-conditioned audiences tend to be somewhat
passive. Even if you open with an incredibly funny story, don’t expect big laughs.
They’re particularly unlikely before the audience is warmed up.
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3. Have Something to Say

Before I speak, I have something important to say. —Groucho Marx

There is an implied contract between speaker and audience. The audience’s obligation
is to be there and to listen. The speaker’s job is to have something to say, something he or
she wants to communicate.

Believe what you are saying: if you don’t, your audience certainly won’t either. Let your
audience know why you are addressing them. If you are giving a sales speech, for example,
don’t forget to “ask for the order,” to tell them what they need to do.

You should have a central point. When planning your speech, ask yourself, “What is the
one thing that I want my audience to take away from this speech?” That’s your theme.
Everything in your speech should relate to that theme. Once you have your theme, you can
go on and ask what is “second most important” and then “third most important” for you to
communicate. Make these points only if you can make them without taking away from the
impact of your main theme.

4. Don’t Panic No Matter What Happens

A speech is like an airplane engine. It may sound like hell, but you’ve got to go on.
——William Thomas Piper

An important element of staying in charge is taking problems in stride. Few speeches
ever run completely smoothly. But we’ve never seen an audience fail to be sympathetic and
attentive to a speaker who acknowledges problems as they occur and keeps going.

If you know your speech well and try to anticipate any problems (from noisy waiters to
computer crashes), you will increase the odds for a successful, interruption-free speech.

Some typical problems and solutions:

O If the speaker just before you preempts half of your subject matter, don’t repeat the
material. Instead, shorten your speech and refer back to hers: “As Amy has just pointed
out, the economy in Asia is dangerously volatile. . . .”

O If the speaker before you uses up too much time and you get cut short, go straight to your
wrap-up: “Tell ’em what you told "em.”

O If someone asks you a question that you can’t answer, tell them you’ll find out and get
back to them. Then do.

HOW TO GIVE A GREAT SPEECH

The human brain starts working the moment you are born and never stops until you stand
up to speak in public. —George Jessel

Relax and follow these simple guidelines, use the wealth of materials in this book, and
your speech will go well.
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1. Take Charge Immediately

... you can’t go wrong if you think of the first two minutes of your speech as an audition.
It’s a 120-second sample that has to convince your listeners that the remaining twenty
minutes are worth their time and attention. —Robert Orben

@) The first minute of a speech is crucial; that’s when you have to grab your audience’s
attention.

O Know your first three sentences cold. This will allow you to look straight into your
audience’s eyes as you deliver your opening,

Q) Get your audience hooked. Start right into your speech with a strong opening that
grabs your audience’s attention.

©) Choose a phrase and use it as a refrain. To repeat what we said earlier, reiterate
your main point.

O Don’t apologize. Don’t start with a hackneyed apology such as, “I'm not much of a
speaker . . .,” or, “Unaccustomed as I am to public speaking,. . . .

&) Show confidence. Exhibit poise about what you have to say and your ability to say it.
Don’t invite your audience to doubt you; for example, if you cite a surprising statistic,
acknowledge that fact and say that it’s already been double-checked.

O Reinforce your point.
If you have an important point to make, don’t try to be subitle or clever. Use a pile
driver. Hit the point once. Then come back and hit it again. Then hit it a third time—a
tremendous whack. —Winston Churchill

Use quotes, sayings, anecdotes, and jokes wherever appropriate to illustrate and

reinforce your points.

O Choose simple words. An effective speaker does not use overlong words or compli-
cated sentences.

"

@ Stay in charge. Once you’ve made a strong start, communicate what you have to say in
the most cogent way possible.

2. Don’t Pad Your Speech

Many attempts to communicate are nullified by saying too much. —Robert Greenleaf

Few audiences object to a good, short speech, but many will resent a waste of time.
Length does not make a speech memorable or effective. The Gettysburg Address, after all,
was only 269 words.

If you have successfully communicated the three points in a speech, you have done well.
Try to communicate too many points, and it's possible—in fact, probable—that your audi-
ence will remember none of them clearly.

Finally, a great way to undo the effects of a wonderful and rousing speech is to exceed
your allotted time or to keep talking after you’ve covered the given topic.
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3. Close Your Speech with a Bang

Most speakers don’t need an introduction—just a conclusion. —Anonymous

Your “close” is the last chance to reach your audience; it’s the part they’re most likely to
remember. Make it memorable. After you have “told ’em what you told ’em,” make a pow-
erful personal appeal, use a good, relevant quote, or tell a strong, appropriate anecdote.

4. Shut Up and Sit Down

Be sincere; be brief; be seated. —Franklin D. Roosevelt

Once you've finished making the points you’ve set out to make, stop.
